BY-LAW NO. 1580/06


BEING A BY-LAW OF THE TOWN OF BEAUSEJOUR CONCERNING THE REGULATION OF TRAFFIC


Whereas Section 231 The Manitoba Municipal Act S.M.1996, c. 58 – Cap. M225 (TMA) provides the authority for Council to pass by-laws with respect to Council right to govern the municipality in whatever way the Council considers appropriate, within the jurisdiction given to it under this and other acts;


And whereas Sub-section 231(1) of the TMA permits Council to pass by-law respecting people, activities and things in, on or near a public place or a place open to the public, including municipal roads;


And whereas Section 287 of TMA states the subject to this and any other Act, a municipality has the direction, control and management of municipal roads within its boundaries;


Now therefore the Council of the Town of Beausejour, in open session assembled enacts as follows:
Section 1 – Short Title
1.1
This By-Law may be referred to as the "Town of Beausejour Traffic By-Law".
Section 2 - Interpretation
2.1
Unless otherwise expressly provided or unless the context otherwise requires, words and expressions in this By-Law have the same meaning as the same words and expressions in The Highway Traffic Act of the Province of Manitoba.

2.2
In this By-Law:

Axle Assembly

- means the axle or axles and all the wheels of a vehicle, the centres of which may be included between two vertical parallel transverse planes 1.0 metre apart, extending across the full width of the vehicle.
Boulevard


- means that portion of street between the curb line or the lateral line of the roadway and the adjoining property line exclusive of the sidewalk; and that portion of a street between the curb line or lateral lines of the roadways of a divided highway.

CAO



- means the Chief Administrative Officer of the Town of Beausejour or such person as may be authorized by the said Administrator to exercise some or all of the powers vested in him by this by-law.
Council


- means the duly elected Council of the Town of Beausejour or such Committee as Council may delegate, as per Sections 107 to 109 of the TMA, as Traffic Authority.
Curb



- means the lateral line of a roadway.
Decal



-  means the International Symbol of access Identification Sticker issued by the Province of Manitoba, Department of Highways and Transportation to identify vehicles owned and operated by physically handicapped persons.

Decal Vehicle

- means a vehicle displaying a Decal affixed to the rear license plate of the vehicle or to a Placard which is visible through the windshield of the vehicle.
Driver



- means a person who drives or is in actual physical control of a vehicle and includes any body corporate in respect of vehicles driven by its officers, employees, or agents in the course of their employment, and the expressions "drive" and "driving" have a corresponding meaning.

Holiday


- includes New Year's Day, Good Friday, Victoria Day, Canada Day,
Or Public


Civic Holiday (August), Labour Day, Thanksgiving Day, Remembrance Day,
Holiday


Christmas Day and Boxing Day or any other day proclaimed as a holiday.
Manager Public
- means the individual appointed to the position of Manager Public Works

Works



 by the Town.

Municipal 


- means the By-Law Enforcement Officer of the Town of Beausejour or such
Enforcement

persons as may be authorized by the said Enforcement Officer to exercise
 Officer


some or all of the powers vested in him by this by-law.

Parade


- means any parade or procession of pedestrians excepting members of Her Majesty's Armed Forces, numbering more than thirty (30) standing, marching, or walking anywhere on a street, or any group of vehicles except a funeral procession or vehicles of Her Majesty's Armed Forces, numbering ten (10) or more stopped or moving anywhere on a street.
Placard


- means a sign displaying the International Symbol of Access for physically handicapped persons, stating "Disabled Person's Parking Placard" and issued by, or by persons designated in writing by:
a. The Canadian Paraplegic Association; or

b. The Society for Manitobans with Disabilities; or

c. The Community Therapy Services of Manitoba; or

d. The Manitoba League of the Physically Handicapped

to identify vehicles used regularly for the conveyance of physically handicapped persons.
Placard Vehicle
- means a vehicle displaying

a. A Placard which is visible through the windshields of the vehicle; or

b. Out of Province license plates and any card, permit, sticker or license plate issued by any Province or Territory of Canada or State of the United States of America for the purpose of identifying that vehicle as being operated by or for the use of physically handicapped persons.

Police Officer

- means any member of the police service having jurisdiction.
Private Approach
- means that portion of a sidewalk and/or boulevard lawfully improved or designed for the passage of vehicular traffic.
Reserved Decal
- means a parking space reserved for Decal Vehicles and identified by the 
Parking Space

posting of a sign bearing the International Symbol of Access and the words "HANDICAPPED DRIVERS ONLY".

Reserved Parking 
- means a parking space reserved for Decal Vehicles and Placard Vehicles
Space



 and identified by the posting of a sign bearing the International Symbol of Access. 

Street/Roadway/
- means any place or way, including any structure forming part thereof,

Highway


which or any part of which the public is ordinarily entitled or permitted to use for the passage of vehicles, with or without fee or charge therefor, and includes all the space between the boundary lines thereof;

Town



- means the within the boundaries of the Town of Beausejour
Truck



- means a motor vehicle or semi-trailer truck, that is constructed or adapted to carry goods, wares and merchandise, freight or commodities, but not passengers or baggage, and that has more than four tires.
Truck Tractor

- means a motor vehicle designed and used primarily for towing other vehicles, and not so constructed as to carry a load other than the driver thereof, and part of the weight of any vehicle so towed including the load thereon, and that has more than four tires.

Section 3 – Proof of Schedules
3.1

The schedules to this by-law are part of the by-law and shall be identified as such.

Section 4 – Causing or Permitting Offence
4.1

Any person who causes or permits an offence against this by-law is guilty of an offence.
Section 5 – Soliciting Rides Prohibited from Roadway
5.1

No person shall occupy a roadway for the purpose of soliciting a ride from the driver of a vehicle.

Section 6 – Detaining of a Pedestrian
6.1

Where a police officer or a Municipal Enforcement Officer acting within his/her authority has reasonable grounds for believing that a pedestrian has committed or is committing a breach of those provisions of a by-law that relate to pedestrian traffic, he may require the pedestrian to stop and there and then to state correctly his name and address, and to prove his identity to the satisfaction of the officer.

Section 7 - Parades
7.1

No person shall hold, take part in, or be a member of a parade unless:
a. The parade is under the direction or control of a marshall or organizer; and

b. The parade has been duly authorized by the Town.
7.2

A person desiring to hold a parade shall apply in writing to the Town for a permit therefore not less than 21 days before the time set for the commencement of the parade, the day and hour at which it is to be held, the places of formation and dispersal, the exact route to be followed, the estimated length of time for the parade to pass a given point and pay such sums of money as the Council shall require for the purpose of publishing due notice of the parade and such diversion of traffic as he shall deem necessary as a result thereof.

7.3

The Town may issue a permit for a parade subject to any directions they may impose as to time, marshalling and route to be followed and every such permit shall be issued subject to compliance with all By-laws of the Town.  If there is any deviation from the terms under which the permit is issued or if any such directions are not complied with as directed by the Town, the permit shall be void and of no effort.

7.4

Unless so directed by a police officer or a Municipal Enforcement Officer, no person other than the driver of an ambulance travelling in an emergency or a police department vehicle or a fire department vehicle shall drive through a parade.

7.5

While a parade is in motion, pedestrians shall not walk through the parade.

Section 8 – Funeral Processions
8.1

The driver of every vehicle in a funeral procession indicated as such by the headlamps or by flags, of all motor vehicles therein being lighted upon approaching a traffic control signal showing a red traffic control light, or a stop sign, shall cause the vehicle to slow down or stop as may be necessary for safety, but may then proceed cautiously past the traffic control signal or stop sign, the driver or each of the other vehicles in the procession shall have the right-of-way over all other vehicles upon the highway at the intersection or place where the signal or stop sign is situated.
Section 9 – Installation and Maintenance of Traffic Control Devices
9.1

The Works Director of Operations or his designate shall place and maintain or cause to be placed and maintained all traffic control devices authorized by Council at locations set forth in Schedule 1A including its subsections, attached hereto.
9.2

The installation and operation of traffic control signals is hereby authorized at the locations set forth in Schedule “1A” hereto.
9.3

The installation and maintenance of "stop" signs is hereby authorized at the locations set forth in Schedule “1B” hereto.
9.4

The installation and maintenance of ”yield” signs is hereby authorized at the locations set forth in Schedule “1F” hereto.
9.5

The Director of Operations or his designate shall place and maintain or cause to be placed and maintained temporary traffic control devices to prohibit or regulate traffic in an emergency or for the purposes of carrying out any authorized work of the street including street cleaning and snow removal operations or as authorized by a Police Officer to insure orderly movement of traffic, to prevent injury or damage to persons or property, or to permit action in any emergency.

9.6

Any person undertaking authorized work of any form within a street or in any way interfering with or obstructing the normal use of a street shall place and maintain temporary traffic control devices as directed by the Town Superintendent.

Section 10 – Compliance with Temporary Traffic Control Devices
10.1
No person shall drive a vehicle on any street or portion of street that is barricaded or otherwise indicated, as being closed to vehicular traffic.

10.2
Unless otherwise directed by a Police Officer or a Municipal Enforcement Officer, pedestrians and drivers shall obey the direction, instruction, limitation, restriction, or prohibition of any applicable traffic sign, traffic control signal, marking, barrier, or device placed or maintained by the Director of Operations or his designate for the purpose of regulating or prohibiting traffic, for street, sidewalk construction, repair, maintenance, painting or any emergency.
Section 11 – No Turns
11.1
No person shall drive a vehicle so as to make a "U" Turn at any intersection as set forth in Schedule “1C” hereto.

11.2
No person shall drive a vehicle so as to:

a. Make a turn to the left at the intersections set forth in Schedule “1C” hereto;

b. Make a turn to the right at the intersections set forth in Schedule “1C” hereto.

Section 12 – Spring Weight Restrictions
12.1
The Director of Operations or his designate shall place and maintain or cause to be placed and maintained temporary traffic control devices to limit the weights of vehicles operated upon streets and roads, during periods of the year when damage to such streets and roads would otherwise reasonably be expected to occur.

Section 13
Re-parking in Un-metered Areas
13.1
For the purpose of any provisions of this By-Law restricting un-metered parking to definite time limits, unless a vehicle is moved through the nearest intersection, it shall be deemed to have remained stationary.
Section 14 - Method of Parking – Parallel/Diagonal
14.1
No person shall stop or park a vehicle on any street other than parallel with the curb, headed in the direction of vehicular traffic movement on that side of the street, with the curb side wheels of the vehicle within 18 inches of the curb, and a clear space at least four feet remaining ahead of and behind the vehicle.

14.2
Diagonal parking will be allowed as set forth in Schedule "2C". 

Section 15 – Marking Parked Vehicles
15.1
A Municipal Enforcement Officer for the purpose of enforcing the provisions of this By-Law, or of any other By-Law or regulation of the Town respecting the parking of vehicles, may make or place a mark upon a vehicle which is parked upon a street.

15.2
No person shall remove, alter, obliterate or deface a mark made or placed upon a vehicle by a Municipal Enforcement Officer as provided in Section 15.1 until the vehicle has been moved through the nearest intersection.

Section 16 – Removal of Traffic Ticket from a Vehicle
16.1
No person, other than the person having charge of a vehicle, shall remove from the vehicle a ticket or notice placed thereon by a police officer/Municipal Enforcement Officer to notify the owner or person in charge of the vehicle of an alleged contravention of a provision of this By-Law respecting the stopping or parking of vehicles.

Section 17 – Stopping and Parking Provision not Exclusive
17 1
The provisions of this By-Law dealing with restrictions on stopping or parking shall not relieve any person from the duty to observe other and more restrictive provisions, prohibiting or limiting the stopping or parking of vehicles in specified places or at specified times.

Section 18 – Compliance with Signs regulating Parking and Stopping
18.1
Where a traffic control device is placed or maintained:

a. To prohibit the stopping or parking of vehicles at any time or during the hours stated on the sign on the street or any portion thereof, or

b. To limit the time during which vehicles may be parked on the street or any portion thereof, either during the whole or any day during a part thereof,

no person shall stop or park a vehicle or cause to permit a vehicle to remain stationary on the street or portion thereof to which the device relates, in contravention of the device or for a period longer than or otherwise than as authorized by the device.

Section 19 – Prohibitions on Parking
19.1
Prohibitions on Parking may be indicated either by a sign installed by the Town or by indicating the parking area with the curb painted either yellow or red.

19.2
No person shall park a vehicle:

a. Unless otherwise posted or indicated within Schedule 1”E” of this by-law on the west side of a street or road running North and South.[AM. B/L # 1595/06]
b. Unless otherwise posted or indicated within Schedule 1”E” of this by-law on the south side of an avenue or road running East and West. [AM. B/L # 1595/06]
b. In a back lane;
c. In a loading zone except temporarily, whether the vehicle is occupied or not, for the purpose of, and while actually engaged in, loading or unloading; (Areas described in Schedule “2F”)
d. At any time upon any of the streets or portions of streets described in Schedule “1D” and”1E” hereto;

e. Other than a passenger vehicle at any time upon the streets or portions of streets as described in Schedule “1D” and “1E” hereto;

f. That is a truck over the capacity of one ton at any time upon the street or portions of streets within the Town, except for the purpose of, and while actually engaged in, loading or unloading.
g. During the times and in the areas outlined in Schedule “2B “.
19.3
No person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle in a place in contravention of a traffic control device that gives notice that stopping, standing, or parking is there prohibited or restricted during the times and in places outlined in Schedule “2B”.  
19.4
Except when necessary to avoid conflict with traffic or to comply with the law or the directions of a Police Officer/Municipal Enforcement Officer or traffic control device, no person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle.

a. On a sidewalk.
b. In front of a driveway.
c. Within an intersection or within 3 metres thereof or such greater distance as may be prescribed by the appropriate traffic authority.
d. Within three metres from the point on the curb or edge of the roadway immediately opposite a fire hydrant.
e. On a crosswalk.
f. Within 3 metres of the approach side of a crosswalk.
g. Within 9 metres upon the approach to any flashing beacon, stop or arret sign, or traffic control signal situated at the side of a roadway, or within such greater distance therefrom as may be prescribed by the appropriate traffic authority.
h. Within 30 metres of the nearest rail of a railway crossing, or, except in the case of a railway crossing a provincial trunk highway, within such greater or lesser distance therefrom as may be prescribed by a municipal council.
i. Within 6 metres of a driveway entrance to a fire station.
j. Alongside or opposite a street excavation or obstruction when stopping, standing, or parking obstructs traffic.
k. On the roadway side of a vehicle stopped or parked at the edge or curb of a street.
Section 20 – No Stopping or Standing
20.1
No vehicle shall occupy a street so as to interfere with or interrupt the passage of traffic.

20.2
No vehicle which is not in running condition or under repair, shall occupy a street.

20.3
Except while complying with a traffic control device, no person shall bring a vehicle to a stop and permit it to remain standing abreast of another vehicle standing on a highway.

20.4
No person shall stand a vehicle at any time upon any of the streets or portions of streets described in Schedule “1E” hereto.
Section 21 – Parking for Handicapped Persons
21.1
Parking reserved for Handicapped Persons may be indicated either by a sign installed by the Town or by indicating the parking area with the curb painted blue.

21.2
Parking for Handicapped Persons:

a. No person shall park a vehicle other than a Decal Vehicle in a Reserved Decal Parking.

b. No person shall park a vehicle other than a Decal Vehicle or a Placard Vehicle in a Reserved Parking Space.

c. No person shall park any vehicle, including a Decal Vehicle and a Placard Vehicle, in any Reserved Decal Parking Space or Reserved Parking Space for more than twelve (12) hours.

d. A driver may, notwithstanding time limits to the contrary, park a Decal Vehicle or a Placard Vehicle for periods of up to four (4) hours in any parking space located on the following streets or portions thereof described in Schedule “2D”.

e. A driver may park a Decal Vehicle or Placard Vehicle in any parking space with the left-hand wheels of the vehicle parallel to and within 450 millimetres of the curb on any of the following streets or portions thereof described in Schedule “2E”.

f. The driver of a Decal Vehicle or a Placard Vehicle parked in accordance with Section 4 or 5 is not exempt from payment of the applicable parking charge.

g. The owner of a vehicle shall be responsible for the actions of the driver thereof and shall be liable for any violation of any provision of this Part by the driver of the vehicle.

Section 22 – Deliveries to be Made via Back lane Where Possible
22.1
Wherever access is available via a back lane, all deliveries and collections of commodities to or from a store or business block shall be made from such back lane.

Section 23 – Truck Parking Limited to Two (2) Hours
23.1
No person shall park:

a. A truck

b. A truck tractor

c. A trailer, including a trailer designed specifically for the transport of a boat, power toboggan or other recreational vehicle, or

d. A motor home on a street for a period of time longer than two (2) hours unless the vehicle in question is parked for use by a tradesman working on premises in the immediate area.

Section 24 – Parking Exemptions
24.1
The provisions of this by-law prohibiting or regulating stopping and parking shall not apply to:

a. Police and Municipal Enforcement Vehicles
b. Vehicles of or employed by the Town while in use in connection with work of necessity being done in or near a highway requiring them to stop or be parked in contravention of any such provisions; and

c. Vehicles of the Government of Manitoba, the Government of Canada, or a public utility if such vehicles have the owner's name painted thereon and are actually engaged in work of necessity on or near a highway requiring them to stop or be parked in contravention of any such provisions.

Section 25 – Parking Prohibition to Accommodate Street Cleaning




  or Street Maintenance
25.1
Except when otherwise directed by a police officer or Municipal Enforcement Officer, no person shall park or leave unattended, a vehicle on any portion of a street between the hours of 9:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. of the following day when signs have been erected indicating that snow removal or street cleaning or maintenance operations are underway or are to be commenced on the day that the signs have been erected.

25.2
The signs referred to in subsection (1) shall be erected on the portions of the highway to be affected by the said snow removal or street cleaning or maintenance operations by 4:00 p.m. on the day that the said operations are to commence.

Section 26 – Removal/Towing of Vehicles
26.1
In the event that a vehicle is standing or parked:

a. In contravention of the provisions of this by-law; or

b. In a manner that causes it to interfere with removal of snow from a street by an authorized person; or

c. In a position that it causes it to interfere with fire fighting or,

d. Is apparently abandoned on or near a street; a Municipal Enforcement Officer or a Police Officer may move the vehicle, cause it to be moved or take it into his custody and cause it to be taken and stored in a suitable place.

26.2
The costs and charges incurred in moving and/or storing any vehicle that is impounded pursuant to the provisions of this by-law shall be considered a lien on the vehicle that may be enforced under the "Garage Keepers Act" by the person who moved and/or stored the vehicle at the request of the Peace Officer or a Municipal Enforcement Officer.
Section 27 – Advertising Vehicles Prohibited from Stopping
27.1
No person shall stop or park on a street an advertising vehicle, a vehicle displayed for sale, or a vehicle for the purpose of displaying goods, wares or merchandise.

Section 28 – Traffic Signs at a Private Approach
28.1
Where a traffic sign bearing the words "Entrance Only" or "Exit Only" or words to the same effect or restricting or regulating the mode of entrance to or exit from a private approach is erected at or near an approach, the driver of every vehicle shall obey the direction on any such traffic sign.

Section 29 – Vehicles to Keep to the Right
29.1
On a street which consists of more than one roadway separated by one or more dividing strips or boulevards, the driver of a vehicle shall keep to the right of the main or median dividing strip or boulevard.

Section 30 – Route of Truck and School Bus Travel
30.1
All trucks, truck tractors or combinations of either one of them with a trailer or trailers within the Town shall be operated only over and along the streets or sections of streets set forth as Truck Routes in Schedule "2A" hereto.

30.2
School Buses within the Town shall be operated only over and along the street or sections of streets Set forth as Truck Routes or School Bus Routes in Schedule “2A” hereto.

30.3
Any truck or truck tractor or combination of either one of them with a trailer or trailers may operate upon any street where necessary to the conduct of business at a destination point, provided that Truck Routes are used until reaching the intersection nearest the destination point.  Upon leaving the destination point, a truck or truck tractor or combination of either one of them with a trailer or trailers shall return by the shortest routing to a Truck Route.

30.4
All streets and sections of streets set forth as Truck Routes in Schedule "2A" hereto shall be further identified as Truck Routes by appropriate Truck Route signs except where Section 30.5 applies, and shall remain open as Truck Routes, Monday to Sunday, both days inclusive, at all times.

30.5
Where "Route" signs of the type approved by the Highway Traffic Board of the Province of Manitoba for use in and adjacent to the Town are installed and maintained on a street or section of street, the street or section of street shall be deemed to be a Truck Route within the terms of this by-law.  

30.6
Where Provincial Trunk Highway signs or Provincial Road signs of The Province of Manitoba are installed and maintained on a street or section of street, the street or section of street shall be deemed to be a Truck Route within the terms of this by-law.

30.7
The Town shall keep and maintain a current map setting out the street and sections of streets set forth as Truck Routes in Schedule "2A" hereto, and shall make available to the public, copies of the map at no charge.

Section 31 – Where Lugs or Cleats Prohibited
31.1
Every tractor and every vehicle with lugs or cleats is prohibited under Section 43 of the Highway Traffic Act from driving on the hard surface portion of any street.

Section 32 - Time
32.1
A reference to time shall be deemed to be a reference to Daylight Savings Time when such is in current use in the Town, and at all other times to Central Standard Time applicable to the Town.
Section 33 – Penalty
33.1
Every person found guilty of a breach of any provisions of this by-law, unless a penalty or fine is specifically provided therefore, shall be liable to a fine of $1,000.00 in the case of an individual, or $5,000.00 in the case of a corporation, in addition to costs.

33.2
Every person found guilty of a breach of Section 30 (Route of Truck Travel) of this by-law shall be liable to a minimum fine of $150.00in addition to costs.

33.3
Every person found guilty of a breach of any provision of Section 12 (Spring Weight Restrictions) of this by-law shall be liable

a. To a fine of $10.00 for each fifty kilograms, or fraction thereof, by which the gross weight of the vehicle or axle assembly exceeds the maximum gross weight prescribed in the appropriate schedule thereto, in addition to costs.

b. where the fine computed under Clause (a)

i Is, on a first offence, less than $100.00, to a fine of $100.00 in addition to costs, and

ii Is, on a second offence, less than $200.00, to a fine of $200.00 in addition to costs, and

iii Is, on a third or subsequent offence, less than $500.00, to a fine of $500.00 in addition to costs.

Section 34 – Liability of Owners to Conviction
34.1
Where an offence, consisting of a violation of any provision of this by-law

a. Is committed by means of, or with respect to any vehicle; or

b. Occurs by reason of, or with respect to, the ownership, use or operation of any vehicle;

the owner of the vehicle may be charged with commission of the offence and, if the Judge or Justice before whom the charge is tried, is satisfied that the offence was committed, the owner is guilty of the offence and is liable, on summary conviction, to the penalty herein provided for the offence unless, the owner satisfies the Judge or Justice that at the time of the violation, the vehicle was in the possession of a person other than the owner without the consent of the owner.

Section 35 – Liability of Driver
35.1
Nothing in Section 33 relieves the driver of the vehicle from any liability to conviction of the offence to which he may be subject.

Section 36 – Voluntary Payment of Fines
36.1
Notwithstanding Section 33 and Sub-section 36.2 hereinbefore, in the event of a contravention of the provisions of Section 19 & 21 hereinbefore:
a. Any Peace Officer may issue a notice in a form approved by the Town from time to time (hereinafter referred to as a Parking Tag) to any person or vehicle allegedly contravening any provisions of this by-law respecting parking or traffic control.

b. The said Parking Tag shall set out the Number Plate, and any information which may be necessary for a thorough understanding of the circumstances of the alleged contravention.  The said Parking Tag shall be attached to the vehicle or handed to the owners or operator should he be present at the time.

c. The owner or operator of the said vehicle may, within TWENTY (20) days of the time that a Parking Tag is attached to or placed upon his vehicle or handed to the owner or operator, between such hours and at such place or places as may be noted on the Parking Tag, report with such Parking Tag, and pay to the Town, the penalty on the basis as set out below:
i If the fine is paid within the first ELEVEN (11) day pay period the penalty shall be the amount of $15.00.

ii If paid within the TWELFTH TO TWENTIETH (12th to 20th) day period, the fine shall be in the amount of $30.00.

d. Subsection ( c ) above shall be deemed to have been complied with in any case where the Parking Tag, together with full payment of the said penalty, is received by the Town within the time limited as aforesaid through the mail; provided however, that where the payment consists of a cheque or other negotiable instrument, it is deemed to have been received only when the cheque or instrument is honoured by the bank or financial institution upon which it is drawn.

36.2
Not withstanding Section 33 and Sub-section 36.1 hereinbefore, in the event of a contravention of the provisions of Sections 9, 10, 11, 14, 15, 16, 17, 19, 20, 22, 23, 25, 27, 28 and 31 hereinbefore:

a. Any Peace Officer may issue a notice in a form approved by the Town of Beausejour from time to time (hereinafter referred to as an Offence Notice to any person or vehicle allegedly contravening any provisions of this by-law respecting parking or traffic control.

b. The said Offence Notice shall set out the Number Plate, and any information which may be necessary for a thorough understanding of the circumstances of the alleged contravention.  The said Offence Notice shall be attached to the vehicle or handed to the owners or operator at the time.

c. The owner or operator of the said vehicle may, within TWENTY (20) days of the time that a Offence Notice being attached to the vehicle or handed to the owner or operator, between such hours and at such place or places as may be noted on the Offence Notice, report with such Offence Notice, and pay to the Town Administrator or other person assigned by him to such duty, the penalty on the basis as set out below:
i If the fine is paid within the first ELEVEN (11) day pay period the penalty shall be the amount of $30.00.

ii If paid within the TWELFTH TO TWENTIETH (12th to 20th) day pay period, the fine shall be in the amount of $60.00.

d. Subsection ( c ) above shall be deemed to have been complied with in any case where the Offence Notice, together with full payment of the said penalty, is received by the Town Administrator within the time limited as aforesaid through the mail; provided however, that where the payment consists of a cheque or other negotiable instrument, it is deemed to have been received only when the cheque or instrument is honoured by the bank or financial institution upon which it is drawn.

36.3
On payment of the said sum in this section for such contravention the Town shall issue his receipt therefor and shall keep a record showing the number of the Parking Tag, the Number Plate (if a motor vehicle), the offence, and the amount paid.

a. Upon payment by a person of the penalty, as provided in subsection (c) of Section 36.1 or 36.2, there shall be no further prosecution for the contravention in respect of which payment has been made.

b. If the person concerned fails to pay the penalty for the alleged contravention in accordance with sub-section (c) of Section 36.1 or 36.2 or if the person concerned pays with a cheque or other negotiable instrument that is not honoured as set out in Sub-section (c) of Section 36.1 or 36.2, he shall be liable to prosecution as set out hereafter in respect thereof.

c. All monies paid under this by-law shall be deposited with the Town.
36.4
The Council shall delegate to an individual of their choice, the discretion as the case may be, to determine that the circumstances surrounding the issuing of a Parking Tag or Offence Notice justifies its cancellation.  In such event, delegate, as the case may be, shall have the authority to cancel such Parking Tag or Offence Notice without the imposition of any penalty referred to in this by-law, or otherwise.
