Additionally, it was reported that the content of the Park Avenue Redevelopment Project Phase II Underground Infrastructure Assessment” does form part of the Town 5-year Capital and Betterment Program with the intent that Year 1 would be the completion of some or all of the spot repairs with the remainder to the work being undertaken during the period 2010 to 2015.
