Membership 

A meeting was held on May 6/09 with the nine (9) critical members of the Municipal Emergency Planning Group.  In attendance at the meeting was the Provincial Regional Emergency Coordinator.  A review of roles and responsibilities was the primary topic under consideration.  The next planned session for this group is September 9, 2009 to continue the Municipal EMO planning initiative.
ACTION
1. MEC is to confirm the participation of 9 members of the Planning Group volunteer positions as soon as possible.

2. The Planning Group is to continue the planning process and develop the Beausejour/Brokenhead Emergency Measures Plan for presentation to the two members Councils.
4.
Large Scale Exercise – Stonewall
The Province is in the process of planning a Major Multiple Municipal EMO Table Top Exercise involving both Interlake and Eastern Manitoba Community in the fall of 2010.  The request of the municipalities, beyond participation, is the allocation of $1,000.00 to the exercise.  The next planning session for this exercise will be in Gimli on June 8, 2009.  
ACTION
1. The MEC is to continue his involvement in the development of this exercise and report to the Committee as necessary.
2. The Municipal Corporation are to budget for their participation in 2010

MEC Clothing
It was felt that having some type of “identification” for members of the Municipal Emergency Measure Team was necessary although it is questionable as to whether or not this required an expenditure of some $300.00 per individual.
ACTION
1. The MEC will follow-up and obtain additional information regarding Identification Clothing for the MEC and the members of the Emergency Measures Team.
6.
EMO Conference
The Conference is being held in November 2009 in Brandon this year.  Rooms have been booked in Brandon for the Conference.  Once the details of the Conference are finalized the members of the Joint Committee will confirm their attendance.
ACTION
1. The MEC, once the information is available, will forward the information to both CAOs for confirmation regarding which members of the Committee can attend.

Milner Ridge Corrections Exercise
Milner Ridge is still in the process of developing their Emergency Plan but at this point it does not appear there will be a major involvement using the facilities within the Town of Beausejour.
8.
72-hour Individual Emergency Ket
The MEC suggested that if may be worthwhile, for public demonstration purposes, to prepare a 72-hour Emergency Kit.  Although Canada has advertised the information of the 72-hour Emergency Kit individuals have a better idea of what should be included if they and visually see the kit and how simply it is to have such a kit readily available in their home.
It was noted that the 72-hour booklets are in the Beausejour Municipal Office.

ACTION:
1. The MEC is to determine the cost of developing such a kit and work with the CAO Brokenhead regarding the development of such a kit for public demonstration purposes.
