Informational Meeting – Annexation Proposal for Third Street South


Mayor Mazur welcomed all in attendance to the meeting and outlined the purpose of 

the meeting as obtaining comments from the public, particularly effected property 


owners regarding the proposal of the Town of Beausejour to annex certain properties 

within the Rural Municipality of Brokenhead into the boundaries of the Town of 


Beausejour.



Mayor Mazur introduced the Chief Administrative Officer, James Fenske, who 


provided a brief introduction to the annexation process as outlined within the 


Municipal Act.   The introduction included:

1. A general outline of the requirements of the municipal corporation in terms of 

future planning for the provision or expansion of services to the annexed 


properties.

2. The Process, which must be undertaken including:

a) Notification to all affected local authorities

· As there are no impacts, other than those on the Rural Municipality of 
Brokenhead, no other local authorities were notified.

· Undertaken September 17, 2008

b) Meeting with the affected local authorities

· Meetings were held with the Council of the Rural Municipality of 
Brokenhead and through discussion an agreement was reached 
regarding the annexation proposal acceptable to both the Town and 
the Rural Municipality.

· Undertaken during the period September 17, 2008 to December 17, 
2008

c) The submission of a annexation proposal to the Minister of Inter-
governmental Affairs and the Manitoba Municipal Board

· Submitted January 16, 2009

· The proposal, as submitted to the Minister and the Municipal Board, 
was forwarded to all affected property owners and is available to any 
member of the public tonight.

d) Meeting with the Public and particularly the affected property owners to hear 
their comments, whether positive or negative, for submission to the Minister 
and the Municipal Board as part of the report, which the Town must submit to 
both the Minister and the Board.  Attendees were asked that if they had 
written comments they were to provide them to the Administrative Assistant 
and they would be attached to the report prepared by the Town.



The CAO then proceeded to undertake the presentation of a power point presentation 

regarding the content of the Annexation Proposal, copy attached.



The presentation was followed by a question and answer period.



Mr. Dean Mineault and Ms. Lauree Wareham questioned why, if there is a conceptual 

design for the area from the Town Boundary to Pescitelli Road, the Town was not 


proposing the annexation of the properties south to Pescitelli Road.  It was explained 

that:

1. The development of Conceptual Ideas for the future development of 
properties on the boundary of an Urban Centre is an appropriate course of 
action in the preparation of the Regional Development Plan in order to 
provide ideas for future development of services; and

2. The Conceptual Design Plan provides an outline of the future planning of the 
Town for the growth of its Utility and Services; and

3. There was no expressed desire for such a proposal from property owners or 
interested developers; and

4. Currently Town’s Utility does not have the capacity to service a potential 
additional population, indicated to be a minimum of 1,200 individuals.; and

5. At this time the costs for the future expansion of the Town’s services are 
expensive, and therefore, future planning is needed to ensure the expenditure 
of scarce resources in a responsible manner to accommodate possible future 
growth.



It was pointed out that if at some time in the future there was an interest in such an 

expansion of the Town’s boundary the same process would be followed and would 

commence with discussions with the Rural Municipality of Brokenhead.



Mr. William Kozyra stated that he stands by his original letter written expressing his 

desire to be annexed into the Town when he received Water & Sewer Services.



There were some concerns expressed that the water pressure is not high enough.  It 

was indicated that this is a common problem in the southern part of the Town, which 

the Town is aware of and which forms part of the Town’s evaluation of its current 

Utility Service.

Mr. Karl Sobetski asked if once the pressure problems are rectified can the lines, 


installed in 2008 handle the increased pressure or would there be a need to re-install 

the new lines.  He was assured that the issue relating to the water lines was in relation 

to the older lines within the Town and that there would be no requirement to replace 

the lines installed in 2008 due to an increase in pressure throughout the Town System.



One written objection was received from Marie & Dean Mineault (copy attached)



The CAO informed the group assembled that a report of this meeting would be 


prepared and submitted to each individual who registered for their review in order to 

assure each individual of the accuracy of the document being forwarded by the Town 

to the Minister and the Municipal Board.  Additionally, the Town would not submit 

its report until after March 24, 2009 in order to provide each individual with the 


opportunity to place in writing their comment, whether positive or negative, to be 


attached to the report from the Town.



It was also pointed out to those present that the Brokenhead River Planning District, 

within the next year will be presenting two documents of importance to their 


properties and to the total regional being:

1st
The Brokenhead River Planning District Development Plan
· This document should be before the Public in the near future and it will guide the future development of property within the Town and within the Rural Municipality.
· It is also the document in which the public will find the approved conceptual design for properties on the boundaries of the Town.

2nd
The Municipal Zoning By-law

· This is the document, which will outline how all properties within the Town will be developed in the future relative to Zoning.


A concern was raised regarding whether or not those owners with large properties 


would be forced to subdivide.  Those present were advised that they would not be 


forced to subdivide until such time as they made that decision but upon making the 

decision to subdivide they would be subject to the rules within the Development Plan 

and the Zoning By-laws, as approved or amended.  This is why these two documents 

are of importance at this time.



Mayor Mazur thanked the group assembled and reminded them that our Office is very 

open to assist with any concerns or comments they may have regarding this proposal.
