Membership

Training Implementation

Large Scale Exercise – Stonewall
It was explained by the MEC that a major Emergency Measure Exercise was being planned involving all the major players within the local and provincial response for September 2010.  This will be a regional exercise involving a number of municipalities.  Location(s) are still unknown, as information will be forthcoming.  A suggestion was made that possibly those participating at the regional level might be prepared to provide some funding to support the exercise.  Members of the Committee were somewhat confused by this request and the potential value to the Beausejour Brokenhead EOC.  The MEC was asked to obtain information in writing and then the Committee members could give greater consideration to the request.  Cost responsibilities are being discussed at Provincial level.

EMO Plan Format
The Eastern Regional Coordinators are trying to develop job descriptions on a regional level for the Planning Group positions to be uniform between municipalities.  Beausejour/Brokenhead EMO planning group will need to establish job descriptions.
