1. That the Developer submit, for the approval of the Town of Beausejour, plans for the future development of Block 4, Block 6, and the 2.88 Acre Residential Lot to the East of Block 6; and

The Developer submitting to the Town of Beausejour, for approval by Manitoba Infrastructure and Transportation Technical Services Engineer, a Drainage Plan, prepared by a professional engineer registered with the Association of Professional Engineers, for Lot 2, Plan 42831 and Lot 3,       Plan 42831 with the plan to include as a minimum:

· That the Drainage Plan be based on a 1 in 10 year Return Storm Event 

· That the Drainage Plan be designed in order to limit the runoff contribution to the drainage network east of P.R. 302, The Eastside Drainage System, to predevelopment levels;  and

3. The Developer submitting to the Town of Beausejour a Lot Grade Plan for the proposed development within Lot 2, Plan 42831 including Block 4, Block 6 and the 2.88 acre Residential Lot to the East of Block 6; and

4. That the Developer submit, for the approval of the Town of Beausejour, a detailed plan for the construction of Road Improvements within the proposed development; and 

5. That the Developer enter into a Right-of-way Agreement, between HEW Development Ltd. and the Town of Beausejour, in order to accommodate the future extension of Joyce Street and from its current termination point to Pescitelli Road; and

The Town of Beausejour completing, using a professional engineer registered with the Association of Professional Engineers and Geoscientists of the Province of Manitoba, for submission to Manitoba Conservation an assessment of the impact of this proposed 60 lot development on Beausejour’s existing Wastewater Treatment Lagoon and Wastewater Collection System with the evaluation to address but not be limited to:

· The current condition of the wastewater conveyance and treatment infrastructure; and

· The impact of the proposed development on the wastewater treatment lagoon with respect to hydraulic and organic loading; and

· The current volumes and organic/hydraulic capacity of the wastewater treatment lagoon.

7. That the Developer submit upon completion of the Town analysis of its wastewater capacity, for the approval of the Town of Beausejour, a plan for the construction of Municipal Utility Infrastructure Services; and

8. That the Developer make provision for public reserve or a public reserve dedication pursuant to Section 135(6)b of the Planning Act; and

9. The Developer providing the necessary easements as required by Manitoba Hydro, Centra Gas and MTS for servicing of Lot 2,    Plan 42831, the future servicing of the residual properties within Lot 2, Plan 42831 and Lot 3,        Plan 42831.
