5) That Brokenhead River Bio-fuels Co-op Ltd. adhere to all regulations and obtain all the necessary approvals for the construction and operation of a Bio Fuel Facility from the Brokenhead Planning District, the Rural Municipality of Brokenhead, the Province of Manitoba and the Government of Canada.

6) That Brokenhead River Bio-fuels Co-op Ltd. maintains access to the site for the purposes of its operation and shall ensure that the personnel of the Town of Beausejour have full access to the remainder of the property in order to undertake the business of the Town and the maintenance of the Town’s property.

7) That Brokenhead River Bio-fuels Co-op Ltd. assumes the full responsibility for the preparation of the property for its intended use.
